Roofing Fall Protection Module 2

Recommended script for trainer/instructor presenting this module to employees

Slide 1 - “These are the topics that WISHA says we must cover in training our employees who use fall protection.”

Slide 6 - “ A fall with a waist belt on will usually cause internal injuries. A heavy person will probably tip over and fall head-first out of the waist belt in a fall.”

Slide 7 - “Some lanyards are self-retracting.”
Slide 8 - “ 5000 pounds is the weight of a mid-size pickup truck.  When you install an anchor or decide to use an existing one, keep in mind that that anchor must hold the equivalent of a pickup truck. Eyebolts are not recommended since they can pull out too easily under high forces.”

Slide 10 - “This kind of anchor can be used on trusses, provide the conditions mentioned are met. This picture shows a double half-hitch or round turn which reduces the strength of the rope by 30-35%.”
Slide 11 - “ This chart shows the breaking strength in pounds of different kinds of life-line rope.” 

Slide 12 - “This chart shows the loss of strength in rope when a knot is used to tie-off.”

Slide 13 - “ Knots are not prohibited, but they must not reduce the strength of the rope below 5000 pounds.” 

Slide 14 - “Snap hooks must also have minimum breaking strength of 5000 pounds.”
Slide 15 - “ Don’t attach to hoist unless you are using the hoist to gain access to the roof.”
